OFF.LICENCE' Sections 17 to 20 and 64, Sale and Supply of Alcohol Act 2012

Pursuant to the Sale and Supply of Alcohol Act 2012 (the Act), The Gate Limted is authorised to sell and supply alcohol

at the premises situated at 3-5 Hawthorne Drive, Frankton, Queenstown and known as "Super Liquor Remarkables

Park" to any person for consumption off the premjses, and to supply alcohol free, as a sample, for consumption on the

premises.

lf this licence is noi endorsed under section 40 of the Act, the licensee is also authorised to sell alcohol on or from the

premises and deliver it somewhere else.

The authority conferred by this licence must be exercised through a manager or managers appolnted by the Iicensee in

accordance with Subpart 7 of Part 2 of the Act.

Alcohol may be sold only on the following days and during the following hours.

Monday to Sunday 9:00 am to 11:00 pm

The following parts of the premises is designated as a supervised area: entire premises in accordance with the
plan of the premises submitted to the District Licensing Committee on 'l9h July 201 3.

The only area delineated on the attaqhed plan dated 12th June 2015, is a permitted area for the display and
promotion of alcohol:
